 X = game try if no space for suit game try, after support IMPORTANT NOTES: at favourable vulnerability, weak bids 

may be sub-mimimum. 

OVER OPPONENTS’ TAKEOUT DOUBLE 

xx = 9+; 2NT = good raise; fit bid 
 After out 1NT is x’d for penalties, then xx is a 5 card suit, 2♣ is ♣ 

and a higher suit, 2♦ is ♦ and a higher suit, 2♥ is ♥ and ♠
